Operation Hemisphere was initiated after 9/11 and is the name of an AT&T pointing mechanism to give the requestor
telephonic information that crosses through AT&T towers/switches. When all other means are exhausted in trying to
locate a replacement number, 2 Hemisphere request may be submitted. Similar to ETS information, Hemisphere
information is not to be used in 6s, affidavits, etc.

When such information is needed, the requestor submits a special subpoena issued to AT&T and send it to the Op.
Hemisphere POC, who then forwards it to the Hemisphere representative in Los Angeles. The response often
determines whether or not the agent or analyst will perform a parallei construction.
