Since Blizzard made some significant changes In version 1,05 of the battle net
protocol you now have to enable allow_autoupdate in the bnetd.conf file. You also
need to enable it for bnchat since it tries to emulate a 1.09 client. This change is
needed for all 1.09 clients.

You will aiso need to download at least one [X86ver?.mpq file and put it in the files/
directory. Set the mpgauthfile variable in the bnetd.conf file to the downloaded
filename.

You can download the file with the baftp utility. For instance, just type "bnftp
europe. battle.net” and put in IX86ver1.mpq for the filename. Bnftp will download this
file and put it in the working directory. You might also want to replace
europe_battle.net with a faster server.

Where to obtain bnetd?

There are some mirrors where you can grab the latest source code. You should
always find the most current releases at bnetd.org and at Sourceforge.
Alternatively, you can also download the latest version from Mike's box. If all
these pages are down there is still the chance to download the source from Ross'
CS page.

There are even some binary builds of bnetd. You can find recent RPMs (for
Redhat Linux Package Manager) at bnetd.ora, Mike's box and at Sourceforge.
Debian/GNU Linux .deb packages are shipped with the distribution. If these
packages are t0o old you may find more recent ones in the unstable tree. Maybe
you can also even find a stable backport somewhere else. Bnetd is also shipped
with *BSD. (i.e. with FreeBSD)

Where to get help?

First of all, it is recommended to read the Frequently Asked Question (FAQ). It
contains a lot of useful information which could already help to solve your
problem. if your problem still persists you can either check out the forums or send
a message to the bnetd mailing list. Sometimes you can also e-mail some
developers directly but be warned: They might not be able to answer your

question if they don't know what you are talking about because not every
developer knows every part of bnetd.

For some problems it could be useful to add parts of the bnetd logfile to your
message. In the most cases the last few lines are enough but with complex
problems it could be a good idea to add some mare lines. Generally, this shouid
help to solve your problems more quickly because a log is better than "bnetd
crashed, it said there was something like null” ;). But remember, new questions
can't be added to the FAQ if they aren't asked.

Where to report bugs?

Bugs can't be solved without bug reports. To report a bug you can again either
post a message in the forums or send a mail to the mailing list. If you have _
produced a core dump we would be glad if you could compress it together with
your bnetd binary, put it on a webpage and send us the URL. The method with
the webpage is preferred because the mailing list ignores too large mails. At least
