Attached for your signature is a memorandum from me through you to Lee requesting she sign a
letter to the Chairman of the Intelligence Oversight Board (IOB) reporting, pursuant to section
2.4 of Executive Order 12863 (“President’s Foreign Intelligence Advisory Board”) (9/13/93)
(copy attached), that she is unaware of any DOE “intelligence activities that were, or may have
been, unlawful or contrary to Executive Order or Presidential Directive” during the period
October 1, 2003, through December 31, 2003. The proposed report is based on negative reports
from Deputy General Counsel, Assistant General Counsel, Field Counsel, and NNSA General
Counsel, in response to my memorandum to them (copy attached). DOE’s historically reports no
unlawful activities. The following provides background information on the quarterly reports
required by the Executive Order. !

The IOB is a standing committee of the President’s Foreign Intelligence Advisory Board
(“PFIAB”), both of which were established by Executive Order 12863. PFIAB is comprised of 16
members from outside the government. Its principal function is to assess the quality, quantity,
and adequacy of intelligence collection, intelligence analysis and estimates, and counterintelligence
and other intelligence activities. The IOB consists of four members appointed from among the
membership of the PFIAB. The IOB’s principal functions are to:

(1) prepare for the President reports of intelligence activities that the IOB believes may
be unlawful or contrary to Executive Order or Presidential directive (focus is on unlawful
intelligence gathering on U.S. citizens);

(2) forward to the Atforney General reports received concerning unlawful intelligence
activities;

(3) review the internal guidelines of each agency within the Intelligence Community —
including DOE - that concern the lawfulness of intelligence activities; and

(4) review the practices and procedures of Inspectors General and General Counsel of the
Intelligence Community for discovering and reporting intelligence activities that may be unlawful

or contrary to Executive Order of Presidential directive.

The Executive Order requires Inspectors General and General Counsel to report to the IOB at

least quarterly and “from time to time as necessary” concerning intelligence activities they have
reason to believe may be unlawful or contrary to Executive Order or Presidential directive.
Pursuant to an informal agreement of many years ago, the GC report to the IOB covers the DOE
legal offices and the IG report covers program offices. A copy of the IG’s report for the 4®
quarter for fiscal year 2003 is attached. The IOB requires quarterly reports to be submitted by the
end of the quarter following the quarter the report covers.

The report is expected to disclose any violation by DOE of statute, executive order or Presidential
directive applicable to the intelligence community, of which DOE is a member by virtue of its
offices of Intelligence and Counterintelligence. As noted, the focus is on unlawful intelligence
gathering on United States citizens. Thus, for example, any violation or substantial deviation
from Executive Order 12333, “United States Intelligence Activities,” and DOE’s implementing
procedures, “Department of Energy Procedures for Intelligence Activities,” should be reported.
These documents contain explicit guidelines and restrictions on collection of intelligence within
the United States and they are useful guides in determining what’s to be reported.

Examples of unauthorized intelligence activities by DOE intelligence personnel or other DOE
federal employee or contractor personnel might include: '

(a) Collecting information on U.S. persons that is not publicly available without the consent of the
person the information concerns (for example, undisclosed participation by DOE
intelligence/counterintelligence employees, without authorization of the Director of Intelligence,
or in the absence of a request from the FBI or authorized U.S. counterintelligence agency, in a
U.S. group, such as an antinuclear group, for purposes of obtaining for the intelligence
“community information about the group’s members, activities, objectives, etc.);

(b) Collection through covert means of intelligence pertaining to foreign energy matters and
concerning a U.S. person and the collection is not restricted to persons reasonably believed to be

employees of or acting on behalf of a foreign power; and

(c) Compromising lawful intelligence sources, methods, etc. by the U.S. intelligence community.

Executive Order 12863 of September 13, 1993

President’s Foreign Intelligence Advisory Board

By the authority vested in me as President by the Constitution and the
laws of the United States of America, and in order to enhance the security
of the United States by improving the quality and effectiveness of intelligence
available to the United States, and to assure the legality of activities of
the Intelligence Community, it is ordered as follows:

PART I. ASSESSMENT OF INTELLIGENCE ACTIVITIES

Section 1.1. There is hereby established within the White House Office,
Executive Office of the President, the President's Foreign Intelligence Advi-
sory Board (PFIAB). The PFIAB shall consist of not more than 18 members,
who shall serve at the pleasure of the President and shall be appointed
by the President from among trustworthy and distinguished citizens outside
the Government who are qualified on the basis of achievement, experience
and independence. The President shall establish the terms of the members
upon their appointment. To the extent practicable, one-third of the PFIAB
at any one time shall be comprised of members whose term of service
does not exceed 2 years. The President shall designate a Chairman and
Vice Chairman from among the members. The PFIAB shall utilize fuil-
time staff and consultants as authorized by the President. Such staff shall
be headed by an Executive Director, appointed by the President.

Sec. 1.2. The PFIAB shall assess the quality, quantity, and adequacy of
intelligence collection, of analysis and estimates, and of counterintelligence

and other intelligence activities. The PFIAB shall have the authority to

review continually the performance of all agencies of the Federal Government
that are engaged in the collection, evaluation, or production of intelligence
or the execution of intelligence policy.
