On July 1, 2009, certain of the MDL plaintiffs filed a notice declining 

to amend their complaints.  Dkt. 651.  The time has now passed for the remaining plaintiffs to 

amend their complaints, and they have not done so.  No other reason appearing why final judgment 

should not be entered, the telecommunications carriers submit the attached proposed judgment.  As 

reflected in the captions of this notice and the proposed judgment, the judgment therefore applies to 

all civil actions in the MDL against the carrier defendants except the state-federal cases, in which the 

Court granted summary judgment for the United States on June 3, 2009 (see Dkt. 640) and entered 

judgment on June 15, 2009; McMurray I, which is subject to a pending motion for reconsideration1; 

and McMurray II, in which the parties have filed supplemental memoranda advising the Court what 

issues remain to be decided, see Dkts. 649, 650.  It also does not apply to the actions against only 

government defendants.
